The exhibition is open to residents (18 years of age and over) of the United 
States.  Artists may submit two entries of undomesticated mammals, birds, 
fishes, reptiles, amphibians and other aquatic life native to the United States 
including scenes depicting hunting and fishing. All two and three-dimenstional 
media (no photographs or digital media) can be entered. Sculpture should not 
exceed 50 lbs. or six feet in any direction with no assemble required.

Maximum size of painting is 60” x 60”.  Works on paper must be matted in 
neutral mats (whites, creams, light grays or beiges) and framed with 
Plexiglas. Two-dimensional works must be framed with wire and screw eyes 
on back for hanging.  All work must be original and executed since January 
2007 and not be exhibited in the 1994-2008 Kentucky National Wildlife Art 
Exhibits.

Cash awards totaling $10,000, plus purchase and merchandise awards were 
presented in 2008.  The juror will select merit awards.  Artists will be 
contacted prior to purchase award for their approval. Purchase awards are 
selected by individuals and corporations.

The Henderson Fine arts Center will retain 20% commission on all sales, 
except purchase awards.  Sales will be encouraged through patron, corporate 
and individual purchases.

Artists 18 years of age or older may submit two (2) entries, cost $20 for first 
entry $15 for second entry. Make check payable to and mail to Ohio Valley 
Art League, P. O. Box 1043, Henderson, KY 42419.   Jury will be by CD 
images ONLY- Images must be 300 dpi, no more than 8” at widest dimension 
and in JPEG format. CD's must be labeled with artist's name, title and image 
number. This must correspond with the entry form. 
Two views are required for each 3D artwork. Filenames must include Artist's 
Last Name and the Image Number corresponding with the information on 
the application form (Example: Jones-Image1). For 3D artwork, add A or B 
after the Image Number for view A or view B (Example: Smith-Image1A).  
OVAL will retain all CD's, no CD's will be returned. 

CD Image will be assumed to represent accurately the artwork entered.  The 
Ohio Valley Art League reserves the right to reject upon arrival any piece of 
unacceptable craftsmanship or quality of artwork not discernible in the 
slides.

Award winning artwork will be featured in the KWA catalog or may be used 
for publicity. Images of accepted artwork will be placed on OVAL’s website.

The Henderson Fine Arts Center will insure accepted works for the purchase 
price (or the insured value if “NFS”) while at the gallery, until the removal 
deadline. Insurance during shipping to and from exhibit is the responsibility 
of the artist.
